Nurse Audiometrists are Registered Nurses who have successfully completed a postgraduate course in Audiometry Nursing.
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What does a Nurse Audiometrist do?

Nurse Audiometrists provide standardised, comprehensive and professional hearing health services.

Nurse Audiometrists provide audiometry services for all age groups. The service includes obtaining a full hearing health history, performing otoscopy, pure tone audiometry (air & bone conduction), masking, tympanometry, screening  <3yr children and interpretation and documentation of results.  Nurse Audiometrists participate in newborn hearing screening programs including the Statewide Infant Screening-Hearing (SWISH) program in NSW. 

Nurse Audiometrists conduct hearing assessments and participate in hearing health promotion activities. They consult with general practitioners, medical specialists, audiologists, hearing aid audiometrists, speech pathologists and other allied health professionals.

Nurse Audiometrists promote early identification of ear disease and hearing impairment, participate in case management and onward referral and liaise with other health, education, and community organisations.


Nurse Audiometrists’ maintain a professional network, establish links with hearing related self-help and community organisations.

They maintain clinical competence through annual review of practice and contribute to nursing research.

CNAA Inc. represents the professional interests of Nurse Audiometrists, facilitates ongoing professional education and provides a forum for professional support and development. 

It also sets the standards of professional practice, establishing and reviewing professional standards, advocating on matters relating to professional practice as well as promoting the development of individual and collaborative research.
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
